SAFETY CONCERNS

This trail profile was made to show the three (3) sections of trail that have potential hazards for workers.  Note that the 3 switchback areas have locations that will position the work crews above/below each other.  Only one crew should work a switchback area at one time.  No individual crewmember shall work, or walk, above/below any other crewmember at any time during the workday.  

Area #1 is just above the mileage number “1”.  Area #2 is the group of 4 switchbacks to the right and above the mileage number “1.7”.  Area #3 is just below the crest at the trail junction at Mt. Williamson (large red dot just below the “t” in Mt. Williamson).

For protection of hikers and workers, each work crew shall position guards at the edges of these work areas.  The guards shall alert all crewmembers and hikers that we are working in the area.  All work shall stop when visitors are in the area.
